In each issue this week we will feature a small,
easy version of a puzzle beside the instructions; then,
on another page, a larger, more difficult version will
appear. Most important: in all of these puzzles, you
will be able to solve them without guesswork, by
logical deductions alone. (Isn't that what we're all
trying to do at the table? Why take a finesse when
you have a 100% line?)

Today's puzzle is called Filling. You begin with a
grid of squares, some with digits, some without.
Your job is to place a digit into each square, such that
each connected region of squares all containing the
same digit has an area equal to that digit. A “1” con-
sists only of itself, a “2” will be two adjacent squares,
a “3” can be an L-shaped trio or an I-shaped trio, and
SO on.

Note that “connected region” includes only left-
right and up-down connected squares, not diagonally
connected squares.
